I tell this story because, in a way, it helps
explain ‘why and how’ we can all help solve a
community problem. Recently, Amwaste has
experienced ‘growing pains’ related to their
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service. The city has been working closely with
Amwaste to resolve the problems. We have
a new district supervisor at Amwaste who is
looking at restructuring routes to help them be
more efficient. They are also working hard to
get more equipment (supply chain issues) and
to hire more personnel (there is a significant
shortage of candidates).

All of these are Amwaste issues but there

in recycling opportunities. Here are two good
reasons we should go to the (minimal) trouble
of ‘flattening’ our boxes. First, if you have more
boxes than will fit in the cans,

Amwaste personnel must spend more A

time loading trash into \

the trucks. For those who
bring their cans to the
street, remember, the cans
are auto-lifted to dump in the
truck...a relatively quick process. If

they must then hand-load boxes, it takes

more time and routes may not get completed.
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For back-door service, boxes outside the cans
may require more than one trip, which can
significantly increase time. The second reason
for breaking down boxes is that unbroken-
down boxes can quickly fill up these smaller
trucks, requiring extra time to dump them and
return to their routes. A bonus reason to break
down our boxes is that when the trucks arrive
at the recycling plant, broken-down boxes

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Planting Native Plants

hy does planting native plant species matter?

Without native plant species, the insects that
evolved with the plants cannot survive. Likewise,
native plant species rely on insects to persist
through pollination.

Native species generally require little
maintenance once they are established. Also,
because native plants have adapted to the
environment, they usually require less water than
non-native varieties and, therefore, survive dry
periods better than non-native plants.

Choosing to plant native plants as a substitute
for non-native, ornamental species can help
reverse the current trend of species loss and help
to preserve the natural heritage. Non-native or
exotic plants are those that are growing outside
their natural range. It is important to realize,
however, that not all exotic plants are invasive.
There are many attractive and useful non-native
plants.

When incorporating native plants into your
landscape, there are several things you can do.
You can include them alongside nonaggressive,
ornamental species in your flower beds.
Naturalizing larger areas—such as a pasture or
woodlot-with some of the more aggressive native
species available can help to push the non-native
plants out. Also, you can create beautiful rain
gardens with native species. Doing this will help to
stabilize and hold the soil in place.

" It is important to educate ourselves about
the native species available in our area. You can
visit native plant nurseries and preserves to help
decide what to plant. By going native, you will be
preserving Alabama'’s local biodiversity while also
o creating a beautiful landscape to enjoy for years
to come.

We will
continue to place briquettes in standing
water and plan to offer limited spray by
request only. In recent years we have
reduced the time spent on chemical
mosquito control mainly due to so many
requests to not spray and very few
residents requesting spray. When we have
sprayed we are having a very high volume
of calls from residents requesting that we
not spray near their homes. Also, many
of our neighboring cities have either
discontinued their spray programs or
greatly reduced them.

The following are some measures
residents can take to reduce the
breeding of mosquitoes near their house.

Street Paving List 2024

outdoor items such as containers, toys,
plastic covers, unused tires or outdoor
equipment. Drain puddles or fill with
dirt. Empty and change the water in
birdbaths, wading pools, and potted
plant trays at least once a week. Properly
maintain swimming pools and unclog
rain gutters. There are also companies
that will spray private property. Spraying
shrubs and backyards on a regular
schedule can be helpful.
